The Heat have been 
absolutely unstoppable of late, 
winning six in a row SU and ATS, 
each by 12-plus points. LeBron 
James is +131 (+21.8 avg.) dur-
ing the streak. The Kings are 
one of the NBA’s worst road 
teams (3-16 SU, 8-11 ATS) and 
worst defensive teams (27th in 
defensive efficiency).
